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Professor Horniman has been a member of the Darden School faculty, at the University of Virginia since 1967.  During his time at the University he has taught Organizational Behavior, Managerial Psychology, Leading Strategic Change, Leadership and Diversity in Literature and undergraduate Industrial Psychology.  He was the creator of what is now the Olsson Center for Applied Ethics. He now serves as Senior Fellow to the Center.  He has been a developer, teacher and faculty leader of numerous Executive Education offerings.  Prior to coming to the University of Virginia he served in the Army as a Regular Army Officer.  He then joined North American Aviation where he worked on the Apollo program.  He maintains an active consulting practice in the United States and overseas.
